Century BC. Used as a contemporary medium it is a 
versatile method of painting with a beeswax based 
paint kept molten on a heated palette. In this two day 
workshop participants will learn about safe studio set 
up, how to prepare supports, making encaustic 
medium, wax application, fusing, color mixing, 
layering, masking, scraping, etching a line, pigment 
sticks, graphite and Xerox image transfers, collage, 
embedding and incorporating found objects, see a slide 
presentation on the history and contemporary use of 
encaustic. Demonstrations are introduced between 
work blocks allowing students ample time to 
experiment with techniques.
