At 7 Pm on July 10 writers, Terry Farish and Tammi
Truax, will read from their works and Barbara Sheff
will play a selection on the cello. Terry Farish is the
author of " The Cat Who Liked Potato Soup"” and the
winner of the Bulletin for the Center of Childrens' Books
Blue Ribbon andthe New Hampshire Award for
Outstanding Work of Children's Literature. She also
wrote "If The Tiger", the story of a young woman from
Cambodia making her way in the U.S. Ms Farish writes
non fiction stories for FACES, a children's magazine about
world cultures. She lives in Portsmouth and serves as
Literacy Coordinator for the New Hampshire Humanities
Council.

For Tammi Truax, writing is a second career. After
twenty years working with children and families, she
picked up her pen as part of a tumultuous mid-life
shakeup. She writes in all genres, seeing herself simply a
storyteller. She is a columnist for The Portsmouth Herald,
her poetry has been published in several anthologies, and
soon, very soon, a wise publisher is going to discover one
of her several books in progress. She lives in an old Sears
and Roebucks bungalow not quite by the sea in
Portsmouth with unruly teenagers and animals where
she tends unruly organic gardens. It's all ok, though,
because she is rather unruly too.
